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PRESIDENT’S CORNER 

As promised, I wanted to give you an update on our 

progress on the six (6) objectives we established at 
the start of the year. 

(1) Develop initiatives that have a wide appeal, and pro-

mote our shooting sport to a broader audience, including 
women, and our younger generation. 

We have expanded the number and types of .22 ca-

liber matches we offer, which has resulted in broader 

member participation, and attracted many youths 

and women to our sport. We will continue to ex-

pand and promote these offerings to encourage 
broader participation still. 

(2) Promote wider membership involvement in club activi-

ties, and encourage members to fill our thinning ranks of 
RSOs, Instructors, and Match Directors.  

We have made great progress on this objective over 

the past three (3) years, and have more active Match 

Directors and RSOs than ever. This year, we will be 

formalizing our Match Director and RSO Opera-

tions Guide, which should help us to standardize the 

roles and provide a uniform experience across 

matches and the way we enforce our Club safety 
rules.  

(3) Work closely within the Board and the Membership to 

facilitate the improvement of our facilities, expand the 

club’s lines of communications, and extend the services we 
offer our members. 

We are considering a number of facilities improve-

ments this year, including repairs to our Pins range, 

which is likely one of the largest projects we‟ve un-

dertaken for some time. Throughout the year, we 

will be announcing additional improvement 
projects. 

(4) Actively promote our shooting services and matches, in-

creasing membership and community awareness of availa-

ble shooting classes and instruction, and matches that help 
develop better shooting skills. 

Last year we experienced a notable increase in guest 

participation in most of our matches, and we were 

able to attract a great majority of those guests to 

Club membership. In fact, we currently have an un-

usually early, prominent waiting list for member-
ship. 

(5) Promote openness, trust, and respect in the manner in 

which we address our grievances and especially, how we 
remedy infractions within our Club. 

We strive to treat our members with respect and un-

derstanding, and to strike a balanced approach to 

working through our challenges. Your feedback is 

crucial to this balance, so your suggestions are re-

quested and greatly appreciated. 

(6) Extend our membership community to include influen-

tial political and business personalities, so that we may 

broaden the number of voices speaking on our behalf dur-
ing uncertain times. 

Given the present Maryland State and Federal ad-

ministrations‟ hostility toward our 2nd Amendment 

rights and our shooting sport, we plan to continue 

expanding our reach into the business and political 

communities. We will be presenting ideas for your 
consideration throughout the year.

LEGISLATIVE NEWS 

Currently, there are two very gun-unfriendly bills be-
ing introduced in the Maryland Congress, including: 

Firearm Safety Act of 2010 – House Bill 820, spon-

sored by Delegate Rosenberg, and Senate Bill 645, 

sponsored by Senator Frosh. Synopsis below: 

Authorizing an investigative or law enforcement officer act-

ing in a criminal investigation to intercept a wire, oral, or 

electronic communication in order to provide evidence of 

the commission of specified offenses relating to the sale, ren-

tal, purchase, or transfer of a regulated firearm under speci-

fied circumstances; prohibiting a person who has previously 

been convicted of specified crimes from possessing a firearm; 

requiring a valid Maryland handgun purchase permit for 
the purchase or receipt of a regulation firearm; etc.
