RANGE RULES 

SAFETY FIRST

EFFECTIVE 07-17-2007 

THE FOLLOWING ARE GENERAL RULES IN EFFECT AT THE MONOCACY PISTOL CLUB. ADDITIONAL RULES MAY APPLY FOR A PARTICULAR MATCH AS OUTLINED IN THE COURSE OF FIRE.

1. RANGE USE IS LIMITED TO MONOCACY PISTOL CLUB (MPC) MEMBERS AND THEIR GUESTS.  GUESTS ARE RESTRICTED TO USING THE SAME RANGE AS THEIR SPONSOR.  

2. MPC MEMBERS MUST WEAR OR OTHERWISE DISPLAY THEIR MEMBERSHIP CARDS WHILE AT THE RANGE. 

3. NO ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES MAY BE CONSUMED IN THE RANGE AREA. 

4. EYE AND EAR PROTECTION IS REQUIRED WHILE THE RANGE IS IN USE.

5. COMMANDS OF THE RANGE OFFICER ARE TO BE FOLLOWED, AS LONG AS THEY ARE NOT ENDANGERING PROPERTY OR SAFETY.  IN THE ABSENCE OF AN APPOINTED RANGE OFFICER, THE FIRST MPC MEMBER TO ARRIVE ON A PARTICULAR RANGE IS DESIGNATED AS THE RANGE OFFICER FOR THAT RANGE. 

6. NO FIREARMS CAPABLE OF FIRING FULL AUTOMATIC OR BLACK POWDER RIFLES ARE ALLOWED ON MPC RANGES.

7. FIREARMS CARRIED TO OR FROM THE FIRING LINE MUST BE UNLOADED AND ENCASED OR HOLSTERED. 

8. FIREARMS ON THE FIRING LINE THAT ARE NOT IN USE MUST BE UNLOADED, ACTIONS OPEN AND POINTED DOWNRANGE. 

9.AMMUNITION WITH A VELOCITY EXCEEDING 1500 FPS IS NOT ALLOWED.  AMMUNITION WITH A VELOCITY BETWEEN 1350 AND 1500 FPS MUST BE USED ON LANES 15 OR 16 OF THE MULTI-PURPOSE RANGE FOR SIGHTING IN OR TESTING ONLY. 

10. ONLY CENTER-FIRE RIFLES USED IN SASS MATCHES MAY BE FIRED ON THE RANGES (LEVER ACTION WITH VERY LIGHT LOADS, GENERALLY STRAIGHT-WALLED PISTOL CALIBERS).

11. SHOTGUNS MAY ONLY BE FIRED ON THE STEEL AND PIN RANGES, AND ONLY WHEN USING 7 ½ OR SMALLER BIRDSHOT (LIGHT LOADS-NO HIGH SPEED).  STEEL SHOT LOADS ARE NOT ALLOWED.

12. FIREARMS ALLOWED ON THE BULLSEYE AND PPC RANGE ARE LIMITED TO HANDGUNS FIRING LOW OR MEDIUM POWER AMMUNITION,  .22 RIM-FIRE RIFLES, AND COWBOY RIFLES AS DEFINED IN #10 ABOVE ARE ALLOWED. 

13. MINIATURE METALLIC SILHOUETTE TARGETS MAY ONLY BE SHOT ON THE PPC RANGE USING THE PROVIDED STANDS.  AMMUNITION IS RESTRICTED TO .22 RIMFIRE LONG-RIFLE 40 GRAIN STANDARD VELOCITY. (40 GRAIN MINI-MAGS MAY BE USED IN HANGUNS ONLY.)

14. ALL SHOTS MUST BE FIRED DIRECTLY INTO THE BACKSTOP. 

15. NO FIREARM IS TO BE POINTED ABOVE THE LEVEL OF THE TALLEST TARGET WHEN PREPARING TO FIRE. 

16. THE FIREARM MUST BE POINTED DOWNRANGE (BACKSTOP) WHILE DRY FIRING.  DESIGNATED SAFE AREAS MAY BE USED. 

17. NO DRAWING OF LOADED FIREARMS IS ALLOWED FROM SHOULDER HOLSTERS, CROSSDRAW HOLSTERS, OR HOLSTERS THAT REQUIRE THE INSERTION OF THE TRIGGER FINGER THROUGH THE TRIGGER GUARD. NO DRAWING OF FIREARMS AND SHOOTING ALLOWED ON THE BULLSEYE RANGE. 

18. TARGETS AND TARGET HOLDERS MAY BE PLACED AT VARIOUS DISTANCES; HOWEVER, ALL SHOOTERS MUST BE ON THE SAME FIRING LINE, AND ALL FIRING MUST BE FROM A FIXED FIRING POINT. FIREARMS WILL ONLY BE LOADED WHILE AT THAT FIRING LINE! 

19.  THE ONLY TARGETS, OTHER THAN PAPER OR CARDBOARD, AUTHORIZED FOR USE ON MPC RANGES, ARE THOSE PROVIDED BY MPC.  THE CHIEF RANGE SAFETY OFFICER (CSRO) MUST APPROVE USE OF ANY OTHER TYPE OF TARGET. 

19. ALL MISFIRES MUST BE REMOVED FROM THE RANGE OR PLACED IN THE “DUD” CAN. DO NOT DISCARD MISFIRES IN THE TRASH RECEPTACLES OR BRASS BUCKETS. 

20. KEEP THE RANGE AREA CLEAN. PLACE ALL TRASH IN THE TRASH RECEPTACLES OR REMOVE IT FROM THE AREA. PICK UP ALL SPENT BRASS (EXCEPT .22). 

21.  AMMUNITION EXCEEDING A VELOCITY OF 1350 FPS CANNOT BE USED ON ANY STEEL TARGETS. SHOOTERS WILL SUBMIT TO HAVING THEIR LOADS CHRONOGRAPHED WHEN ASKED. FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH THE REQUEST WILL RESULT IN IMMEDIATE DISQUALIFICATION.

22. THERE WILL BE NO WOODEN PINS SHOT BETWEEN DECEMBER 1 AND MARCH 15 OF THE FOLLOWING YEAR, UNLESS WEATHER CONDITIONS DICTATE OTHERWISE. METALLIC AUTO-RESETTING PINS WILL BE INSTALLED DURING THIS TIME – STEEL RULES APPLY.

23. HANDLING OF FIREARMS WILL BE AT DESIGNATED SAFE AREAS, OR ON THE FIRING LINE ONLY.

24. MEMBERS MUST SIGN IN ON EACH RANGE THEY ARE USING.

25. NO LIGHTED SMOKING MATERIALS, FOOD, OR DRINKS ARE ALLOWED ON THE FIRING LINE.
